Lake Bled, Slovenia
Preparation: A horizontal pencil line was drawn to represent the shoreline, though this proved useless once the paint hit the paper.

Palette was BLUE on its own (I used Holbein Cobalt Deep which is similar to Winsor Blue (red shade) or Prussian Blue: RED on its own (permanent rose or alizarin): YELLOW on its own (quinacrodine gold or yellow ochre or raw sienna): a mix of the three to obtain a near-BLACK: GREEN (hookers or viridian mixed with burnt umber)
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1.  Wet paper thoroughly then paint a circle of YELLOW, outside this a circle of RED then a circle of BLUE and finally BLACK, ie four concentric circles each overlapping with the next in the series beginning in the centre with YELLOW and ending at the outside edge with BLACK


2. LEAVE TO DRY





3. Paint the top edge of the nearest mountains in BLUE. With more BLUE work down from the top to the shoreline.





4. Thin down a little BLUE and paint in the distant mountain








5. If you fancy it- lift a little paint to create mountain contours with a moist brush





6. With GREEN indicate the trees along the shore.


7. LEAVE TO DRY





8. Gently loosen paint with a moist brush, then lift by dabbing with kitchen paper to indicate  the white of the church spire





9. Using GREEN and/or BLACK, overpaint some of the trees to give three dimensions.


Paint in the BLACK of the church spire and roof, keeping it simple.





10. Finally, either work freehand or cut a stencil for the boat sails and lift out the sails (moist brush and kitchen paper as for the spire). Paint in the boat, mast etc with BLACK
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
