Dock Tarn; First Impression
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The idea here was to capture the essence of the scene in as little time as possible. Paper was 140lb,  NOT surface, most likely Saunders Waterford.
4. A lilac mix (scarlet lake plus manganese blue) was then painted on to the dry island to indicate heather blooms.


5. the rocks were indicated with a ‘grey’ which was the lilac mix with the addition of a little quin. gold.


6. Finally the board was strongly inclined and the area below the island thoroughly wetted. The tree, rock and heather colours were then dripped on to the wet paper to form reflections as appropriate..





By consensus, it was agreed that the essence of the island had been sufficiently rendered and the impression was finished (approx. 30 minutes)





Working wet onto dry, the basic shape of the island and foliage etc. was painted in with a fairly weak mix of quinacrodine gold on its own. White paper was left untouched where the tree trunks, rocks  and odd branch occurred.


When dry, the light green areas were over-painted using a mix of hookers green and quin. gold. Some of the under -painting was left to show. Rocks, trunks and bramches left untouched.


When dry, the dark green was painted on, leaving white paper as before for trunks etc.
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
