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Dogs and a Ball
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4. Using various mixes of the palette (eg ultra plus raw sienna for the green of the seaweed) added rocks, seaweed and the dark edges of the pools of water. Seaweed was described by dipping a natural sponge into the green and gently dabbing on to the paper.


When dry, the rocks and seaweed etc were developed to create form


5. the ball was painted in with ultra leaving light on the left side.





Final adjustments and marks were made whilst always attempting to maintain the “S” to encourage the eye to sweep through the painting.





2.With the painting turned back to rightside up,  mixed a black as for the grey, but with as little additional water in the mix as possible. This was used to paint the scruffy dog (left) leaving white spaces where light fell on the coat or where the dog was white. With a moist brush, pulled out the black to fill in the empty white spaces where the dog had black fur but it was caught by the light.


3. With a palette of raw umber, light red and raw sienna, painted in the head of the Jack Russel, finishing by dotting in the nose with black.





1.Having sketched in the dogs and rocks here and there with pencil the paper was wetted, leaving both dogs dry. Then the paper was turned upside down and 


Raw sienna was used to describe an “S” through the image.


Grey was painted in at the top (the bottom before we inverted) and gradated down using water as we went








We began with a palette of raw sienna; permanent rose; light red and ultramarine blue.


First mixes were raw sienna on its own and a grey  made from raw sienna, permanent rose and ultramarine.
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
