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Row Beck, Sandsend, North York Moors: Line and Wash
The basic image was traced via Tracedown on to stretched Arches 140lb HP paper. The idea was to keep detail fairly sparse in general but to have “hot spots” of quite detailed rendition to give the eye areas quiescent areas and contrasting busy areas.
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The image was then drawn in with a fine nib on a dip pen, a mapping pen would produce similar results. Unusually for me, I used a number of unbroken lines and rendered a large number of stones/bricks/window details.

The paper was thoroughly wetted and concentric circles were painted, working outwards from somewhere around the fartherest building to the outside of the paper. From centre- untouched white paper, quin g, s lake, man blue. With the paper still wet the board was tilted and manipulated to mix and direct the paint.


Reflections were suggested by dribbling paint on to the wet paper with the board held at a fairly steep angle. It is best not to dive in with the brush to modify these marks, best trust to gravity.

Finally, shadow area were indicated with a basic colour which was then modified with additions of other choices from the palette or simply drawn out with a moist brush to get some variation in either hue or tone.
The palette- from left to right


Top palette: burnt umber (not used here, but stain still visible oops!); quinacrodine gold; quin. gold plus manganese blue


Middle palette: scarlet lake plus manganese blue; scarlet lake


Bottom palette: man. Blue
