4. Having strengthened the areas that felt right to me, I allowed the painting to dry and then, using an old toothbrush, splattered blue in the top right to create some texture.





2.The strong lines were painted in when the painting was dry. 


The line was allowed to give one hard edge whilst the other edge was dragged out with a moist brush 





3. The point here is to interpret the picture according to your own reactions to the image and your personal choices.


I chose to emphasise the feint line that echoed the major line at left. I used the red and yellow rather than choosing a colour that would suggest real shadows. I also extended the line below the wavy horizontal.


This approach was repeated for the yellow area to the right of the red line, using yellow.





1.The major shapes on the original photo were copied onto wet paper using wet into wet techniques (no pencils). Paint was kept away from the white area and the colours in the rock were exaggerated .
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
