Staithes

An exercise using reed pens carved from bamboo canes (or using quills.)
Pallet:
Ultramarine blue (alternative cobalt blue)
Light red (alternative burnt sienna)
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The picture was set out with the inevitable pencil sketch.
The background cliff and jetty were then “inked” in using a thinnish mix of ultramarine on its own. Minimal indications of clouds were added with the same mix.

Light red was added to ultramarine to get a fairly dark grey/black and the near jetty with the people was drawn over. The houses on the right of the beck were indicated.
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Detail was added using the ultramarine/light red mix with the image fading at the sides.
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Finally, a mix was prepared using a greater proportion of light red and this was used to draw in the boat and occasional marks to the buildings on the right.

The sky and distant cliffs were painted in along their top edges and then pulled down with a moist brush to achieve some gradation.
The last mix prepared was then used to wash in shadows which were gradated or not according to the artist’s whim.
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
